CPCU Designation holders and those who have successfully completed CPCU 1, 5, 6 & 8 are eligible to transfer the foundation course equivalent denoted in ( ) above towards the M.B.A.  You can request a transfer of any or all of these foundation courses regardless of when you passed the national exam.  

CSUB is offering test preparation workshops for the above four foundation CPCU courses to prepare students for the national exam. The workshops are offered twice a year beginning in the months of September (1st quarter exams) and March (3rd quarter exams).
