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CPCU SOCIETY DONATION TO HAITI RELIEF TOPS $50,000

MALVERN, Pa., March 30, 2010─The CPCU Society announces it has donated a total of $52,016 to the Clinton/Bush Haiti Fund for relief of Haitian earthquake victims.  That amount represents $27,016 contributed by the Society’s members, business entities associated with its members, and its chapters, as well as a matching contribution of $25,000 by the Society itself.  A Society internal fundraising effort had been launched by unanimous resolution of its Board of Directors on January 19th following the devastating January 12th temblor in Haiti. The Fund had been established by former presidents Bill Clinton and George W. Bush shortly after the Haitian quake.

“As property and casualty insurance professionals, our 24,000 members know first-hand the unspeakable suffering that results from a major catastrophe,” said Society Chief Executive Officer James R. Marks, CPCU, CAE, AIM.  “As it happens there has not been much activity in their professional lives in response to this earthquake because it involved little exposure to U.S. property and casualty insurance companies.  But as a humanitarian matter, our members’ feelings were as if the Haitian earthquake victims were next door neighbors.”  

Marks further noted that the Haiti donation continues the Society’s proud tradition of responding to those in need.  Other examples of this tradition include a similar fundraising effort in 2005 for victims of Hurricane Katrina, and the broad array of Good Works community assistance programs regularly engaged in throughout the year by its 149 chapters.
