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INSURANCE PROS TO FOCUS ON MAKING SURE EVERYTHING’S COVERED
Crucial Insurance Coverage Decisions on Unique Items to Be Explored at CPCU Society Massachusetts Workshop 
MALVERN, Pa., Mar. 18, 2010 — Using a cookie-cutter approach to provide personal insurance for the unique needs of individuals and families does not work. The last thing people need to worry about is whether they have the right coverage for all their assets — from a Stradivarius violin and a jet ski to a home or auto placed in trust.
Two Massachusetts insurance workshops in April will provide insurance pros with a better understanding of how a variety of endorsements and coverage forms provide full protection for personal insurance needs.  
 
On Thursday, April 22, the CPCU Society’s Central Massachusetts Chapter will present “Personal Lines Toys” and “Insuring Wills and Trusts.” The programs will take place at the Commerce Insurance Company, 11 Gore Road,   Webster, Mass. (Room D-114 in the Sutton Road facility). The “Toys” workshop will be held from 8:30 a.m. to 12:05 p.m., with registration from 8 to 8:30 a.m. The “Wills and Trusts” workshop will be held from 1 to 4:35 p.m., with registration from 12:30 to 1 p.m.
 
The workshops will be lead by R. Bryan Tilden, CPCU, CIC, CLU, ARM, ALCM, ChFC, SCLA. Tilden has more than 35 years’ experience in the insurance industry as an educator, expert witness and lecturer.  
 
 “Personal Lines Toys” will specifically discuss how coverage forms and ISO endorsements close potential deficits and gaps in the unendorsed homeowner forms when insuring such possessions as recreational vehicles, musical instruments, watercraft or luxury items. “Insuring Wills and Trusts” will look at problematic coverage areas encountered when insuring clients place their assets in trusts, and the need to create and coordinate the trusts and insurance with wills.
 
For Society members, the cost is $99 for one workshop or $198 for both; and for nonmembers, $119 for one workshop or $238 for both. Workshop materials and refreshments are included.
 
Both workshops are filed for three (3) continuing education (CE) credits in Massachusetts. CPCUs will be awarded four continuing professional development (CPD) points for each workshop.
