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PROBLEMATIC INSURANCE CERTIFICATES, WORKERS COMPENSATION
TO BE THE FOCUS OF WHITE PLAINS WORKSHOPS
 
Insurance Pros Will Tackle Latest Changes to Certificates of Insurance 
and Analyze Workers Compensation System
  
MALVERN, Pa., April 6, 2010 — It’s only a piece of paper, but without it multimillion-dollar construction projects might not get off the ground. The paper is a certificate of insurance, commonly associated with construction and other agreements to provide proof of insurance for building owners and general contractors.

But a certificate that is deemed inaccurate is worthless and leaves the one relying on it legally responsible in case something goes wrong. The correct use of those certificates will be the topic of a May workshop in White Plains , N.Y.  Insurance professionals will also examine the workers compensation system and employer obligations and defenses at a second workshop the same day.
 
On Thursday, May 6, the CPCU Society’s Westchester Chapter will present “Additional Insured and Insurance Certificate Issues” and “Workers Compensation — Treating the Exposure.” The programs will be held at Chubb, 1311 Mamaroneck Avenue, White Plains, N.Y. R. Bryan Tilden, CPCU, CLU, CIC, award-winning educator and insurance expert witness, and attorney Richard P. Lewis, J.D., partner with the insurance law firm Reed Smith, will be the instructors for both workshops.

The certificate of insurance workshop will be held from 8:30 a.m.–12:05 p.m., with registration at 8–8:30 a.m. The program will focus on requests for additional insured status and certificates of insurance. Recent changes in ACORD certificates of insurance and ISO forms will be explored and the latest NY/NJ/CT cases dealing with additional insureds and certificates of insurance will be discussed.


The workers compensation workshop will be held from 1–4:35 p.m., with registration at 12:30–1 p.m. The program will provide an overview of workers compensation risks and methods by which legal obligations can be discharged. The Workers Compensation and Employers Liability policy will be discussed and the relative rating of state workers compensation plans examined.


For Society members, the cost is $89 for one workshop or $178 for both; and for nonmembers, $99 for one workshop or $198 for both. Workshop materials, continental breakfast and refreshments are included.


Each workshop is approved for four (4) CE credits in the states of Connecticut and Pennsylvania. Each workshop is filed for four (4) CE credits in the states of New York and New Jersey. CPCUs will be awarded four (4) continuing professional development (CPD) points for each workshop.
