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CPCU SOCIETY ESTABLISHES HAITI EMERGENCY RELIEF FUND
 
It Will Match Contributions of its Members and Chapters 
MALVERN, Pa., Jan. 21, 2010─The CPCU Society — the organization of insurance professionals carrying the Chartered Property Casualty Underwriters designation — has established a special fund to aid victims of the Haiti earthquake. In doing so, by a unanimous resolution of its Board of Directors on January 19, the Society also committed itself to match the contributions of its members and chapters up to $25,000. The funds will be donated to the Clinton/Bush Haiti Fund of former Presidents Bill Clinton and George W. Bush.
 
“The Society’s members hold a vast array of positions in the property and casualty insurance industry, including as agents, brokers, underwriters, risk managers, adjusters, accountants and attorneys,” explained Society Chief Executive Officer James R. Marks, CPCU, CAE, AIM. “As such they are keenly sensitive to tragic events, and deeply sympathetic with the suffering of the Haitian people. The establishment of the CPCU Society Haiti Emergency Relief Fund, as it is called, is a vehicle for them to express their great concern about the Haitians’ plight.”
 
In taking action to aid Haiti, the CPCU Society is reprising a similar program it carried out in 2005, when it raised $60,000 for the American Red Cross to aid victims of Hurricane Katrina. The Society’s 149 chapters also regularly engage in Good Works programs for their respective communities, servicing a wide variety of social needs.
 
Society members and chapters have been asked to submit their contributions by February 19 so that the aid can be provided expeditiously.
