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Avoiding ‘hidden’ insurance coverages, 
surprises is goal of CPCU Society Marietta Workshops
 
Industry Pros Will Also Explore ‘Best’ Umbrella Policies for Their Clients
  
MALVERN, Pa., Feb. 4, 2010 –– As anyone who has ever experienced a major insurance loss due to an accident or disaster knows, the worst time to find out what’s covered and what’s not, is after the loss. Insurance professionals want to avoid these surprises as well. 

Two workshops in February will provide agents, brokers, underwriters, adjusters, reinsurers, risk managers and attorneys with a deeper understanding of the so-called “hidden” coverages found in various policies. They will also learn how to determine the “best” umbrella or excess policy to plug major gaps in coverage.
 
On Thursday, Feb. 18, the CPCU Society’s Pennsylvania Dutch Chapter will present both workshops, “Hidden Coverages –– Surprises in Court!” and “Umbrella and Excess Liability –– Coverages, Gaps and Solutions.” The programs will be held at the Donegal Group, 1195 River Road, Marietta, Pa. 
 
The Hidden Coverages workshop will be held from 8:30 a.m. to 12:05 p.m., with registration from 8 to 8:30 a.m. The Umbrella and Excess Liability workshop will be held from 1 to 4:35 p.m., with registration from 12:30 to 1 p.m. Award-winning educator, national lecturer and insurance expert witness R. Bryan Tilden, CPCU, CLU, CIC, will be the instructor for both workshops.
 
The morning program will examine examples of how courts have interpreted insurance coverages leading to unexpected outcomes. Attendees will be able to recognize hidden coverages found in various policies ​​–– intended and unintended –– that have been revealed during litigation; identify surprises that help or hurt their customers; and recognize which personal and commercial policies are changing because of these coverages. 
 
In the afternoon program, attendees will analyze the major components of umbrella or excess policies, explore how to avoid major gaps in coverage and learn how to layer a “mixed” excess program.
 
For Society members, the cost is $99 for one workshop or $198 for both; and for nonmembers, $109 for one workshop or $218 for both. The luncheon is $10. Workshop materials and Continental breakfast are included
