The morning program, among other topics, will examine the history of previous changes to the CGL policy, identify how the latest changes impact coverage in general and recognize case law that prompted the changes. The afternoon program will focus, among other topics, on the problem of defective construction, the various trigger theories available, and cases finding — and refusing to find — that defective work has been an occurrence.
