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PROBLEMATIC INSURANCE CERTIFICATES, INSURANCE VALUATION
TO BE THE FOCUS OF OVERLAND PARK CPCU SOCIETY WORKSHOPS
 
Insurance Pros Will Tackle Latest Certificate of Insurance Changes
and Commercial Property Valuation and Reporting Issues
   

MALVERN, Pa., April 22, 2010 — It’s only a piece of paper, but without it multimillion-dollar construction projects might not get off the ground. The paper is a certificate of insurance, commonly associated with construction and other agreements to provide proof of insurance for building owners and general contractors.

But a certificate that is deemed inaccurate is worthless and leaves the one relying on it legally responsible in case something goes wrong. The correct use of those certificates will be the topic of a May workshop in Overland Park, Kan. Insurance professionals will also discover how to identify and treat potential coverage gaps regarding valuation of owned and non-owned property and examine the major valuation changes in the most recent commercial property filing.
 
On Wednesday, May 12, the CPCU Society’s Kansas City Chapter will present “Additional Insured and Insurance Certificate Issues” and “Insurance Valuation Problems — Identifying and Closing the Gaps.” The programs will be held at Swiss Re Academy, 5200 Metcalf, Overland Park, Kan. R. Bryan Tilden, CPCU, CLU, CIC, award-winning educator and insurance expert witness, will be the instructor for both workshops.

The certificate of insurance workshop will be held from 8:30 a.m.–12:05 p.m., with registration from 8–8:30 a.m. The program will focus on issues associated with additional insured status and certificates of insurance. It will include a state-by-state analysis of anti-indemnity statutes and recent changes in ISO forms.


The insurance valuation workshop will be held from 1–4:35 p.m., with registration from 12:30–1 p.m. The program will help insurance professionals assure appropriate insurance levels. It will address the various types of property and methods of valuing each type. Working in small groups, attendees will identify problems and determine appropriate solutions.
For CPCU Society members, the cost is $99 for one workshop or $198 for both; and for nonmembers, $109 for one workshop or $218 for both. Workshop materials, continental breakfast and refreshments are included.


Each workshop is approved for four (4) continuing education (CE) credits in the states of Kansas, Missouri and Washington. Each workshop is filed for four (4) CE credits in the states of Iowa and Nebraska. CPCUs will be awarded four (4) continuing professional development (CPD) points for each workshop.
