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MADELEINE ALBRIGHT TO ADDRESS CPCU SOCIETY AS KEYNOTER

Former Secretary of State Adding Luster to Insurance Group’s Annual Meeting and Seminars in Orlando 

MALVERN, Pa., Aug. 9, 2010 –– Because of an unforeseen schedule change, the CPCU Society announces that it will have a new keynote speaker at its 66th Annual Meeting and Seminars, occurring Sept. 25-28, 2010 at the Orlando World Center Marriott. The Society takes great pleasure in announcing that Former Secretary of State Madeleine K. Albright, the nation’s first female secretary of state and one of the most powerful women in the world, will now be its keynoter. Albright will speak on Sunday, Sept. 26 about her life and career, providing a unique and no-holds-barred account of service at the highest levels of the American government. 

“The CPCU Society is honored to have such a distinguished speaker as Madeleine Albright address our group,” said Douglas J. Holtz, CPCU, CIC, CSP, CRM, 2009–2010 CPCU Society president and chairman. “Her profound expertise in international relations and interpreting political and economic risks will provide our members with critical information on issues affecting the property-casualty insurance industry.”
 
In 1997, Albright became the nation’s first female secretary of state and, at that time, the highest ranking woman in the history of the U.S. government. During her four-year term, Albright reinforced America’s alliances; advocated democracy and human rights; and promoted American trade and business, as well as its labor and environmental standards. Prior to her appointment, Albright served as the U.S. permanent representative to the United Nations and as a member of the President’s Cabinet from 1993 to 1997. 
 
A best-selling author and successful businessperson, Albright is chair of Albright Stonebridge Group, a global strategy firm, and chair of Albright Capital Management LLC, an investment advisory firm focused on emerging markets. She is a professor in the practice of diplomacy at the Georgetown University School of Foreign Service. She chairs both the National Democratic Institute for International Affairs and the Pew Global Attitudes Project, and serves as president of the Truman Scholarship Foundation. She is the author of four New York Times best-sellers, including Read My Pins: Stories from a Diplomat’s Jewel Box, published in 2009. Her next book, While I Was Growing Up, is slated for release in 2012. It tells the story of Albright's experiences and those of her family during and immediately after World War II.
 
In her remarks at the CPCU Society’s Annual Meeting and Seminars, Albright will sketch a vivid portrait of her years as secretary of state and offer candid descriptions of foreign leaders she encountered. She will also discuss America’s role in the world, the global economy, current regional conflicts, the future of democracy, and the challenge of ensuring security and building peace. Her remarks will be followed by a Q-and-A session, in which attendees will be invited to ask questions.
