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More than 1,000 honored as Cpcu Society’s 

65th Annual meeting and seminars begins in Denver

 Class of New Designees Hears Compelling Presentations

DENVER, Colo., Aug. 29, 2009 –– The CPCU Society’s 65th Annual Meeting and Seminars –– the premier professional development event of the property-casualty insurance industry –– kicked off today at the Colorado Convention Center in Denver with 1,002 new graduates of the CPCU program being honored during a Conferment Ceremony. Only about 2 percent of insurance professionals have earned the CPCU designation, which is conferred by the American Institute for CPCU.

The Society’s 2008–2009 president and chairman, Marvin Kelly, CPCU, MBA, told the new graduates, “Given the current financial crisis the entire country is experiencing, people are looking for someone to trust. The CPCU Society is where they’ll find it. What we contribute to our industry, especially today, cannot be understated.” He encouraged them to actively participate in the CPCU Society and to make a difference in their communities through charitable service. “Your becoming a CPCU today is your chance to shine. Taking full advantage of CPCU Society membership is your chance to soar,” Kelly said. 

The conferment ceremony featured a riveting presentation by mountaineer and author Aron Ralston, who shared his dramatic survival story of being trapped at the bottom of a remote Utah canyon for six days in 2003. 

An estimated 1,800 CPCUs, their guests and others are attending the Annual Meeting and Seminars, where this year’s theme is “CPCU –– Embracing Changes.” More than 50 intensive educational programs will be offered, including 16 programs that have been filed for continuing education credits. Sunday’s General Session will feature the Keynote Address by Lt. Gen. Russel L. Honoré, U.S. Army (Ret.), the no-nonsense “Category 5 General” who led Task Force Katrina’s hurricane recovery efforts in 2005.
