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BOPS ARE TOPS AT CPCU SOCIETY IOWA WORKSHOPS

Crucial Insurance Coverage Decisions on Businessowners Policies and Business Income to be Explored 

MALVERN, Pa., Oct. 1, 2009 –– Sorting through the multitude of insurance coverage forms to find the most suitable ones can be a daunting task for professionals who have to protect the interests of their clients or their own organizations. Three Iowa insurance workshops in October will provide agents, brokers, attorneys and other professionals with a better understanding of the businessowners policy (BOP) and business income coverage forms so that they can explore all the options with their clients or employers. 

On Tuesday, Oct. 13, the CPCU Society’s North Central Iowa Subchapter will present a workshop on “Don’t Get Bopped by a BOP!” The program will be held at the Pharmacists Mutual Insurance Co., 808 Highway 18 West, Algona, Iowa. The workshop will be held from 8 to 11:35 a.m., with registration from 7:30 to 8 a.m.

On Wednesday, Oct. 14, the CPCU Society’s Iowa Chapter will present two workshops –– “Don’t Get Bopped by a BOP!” and “Business Income Is Everyone’s Business.” The programs will be held at the Farm Bureau Insurance Co., 5400 University Ave., West Des Moines, Iowa. The BOP workshop will be held from 8 to 11:35 a.m., with registration from 7:30 to 8 a.m. The business income workshop will be held from 1 to 4:35 p.m., with registration from 12:30 to 1 p.m.

Independent insurance education consultant Jill Haynes Gidge, CPCU, CIC, CPIW, AAI, AAM, AIT, AIS, ACSR, RN, founder of Insure-Ed, will be the instructor for all three workshops. 

The BOP workshops will provide a detailed look at the ISO 2006 BOP Coverage Form compared with the coverage provided by the 2007 AAIS BOP coverage form. Differences between the BOP and other forms will be highlighted. Common endorsements utilized with the BOP will also be discussed. 

The business income workshop will provide attendees with an overview of topics relating to business income and the purpose of the coverage forms including the numerous ways in which it may be written. 

The cost for the workshop in Algona is $99 for CPCU Society members, and $109 for nonmembers. Workshop materials are included. The workshop is approved for four (4) continuing education (CE) credits in Iowa. CPCUs will be awarded four (4) continuing professional development (CPD) points for the workshop.

The cost for the workshops in West Des Moines is $99 for one workshop or $149 for both for CPCU Society members, and $109 for one workshop or $199 for both for nonmembers. Workshop materials and continental breakfast are included. The BOP and Business Income workshops are each approved for four (4) continuing education (CE) credits in Iowa. CPCUs will be awarded four (4) continuing professional development (CPD) points for each workshop.
