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INSURANCE PROS TO FOCUS ON MAKING SURE EVERYTHING’S COVERED


Crucial Insurance Decisions on Protecting Business Assets and Personal Identity
To Be Explored at Columbus Workshop
  
MALVERN, Pa., April 7, 2010 –– Disastrous losses can happen to any business or any individual at any time. And the worst time to find out what’s covered and what’s not is after an accident.

With the rising costs of lawsuits and judgments in today’s litigious society, a business is financially vulnerable unless its assets are adequately protected.  And with crimes such as identity theft on the rise, individuals are also at risk. But there are ways for insurance professionals to protect themselves and their clients from unforeseen claims or losses — and these techniques are about to be revealed. 


On Friday, May 28, the CPCU Society’s Columbus Chapter will present “Higher versus Wider — Understanding Commercial Umbrella” and “Shoulder Surfing and Dumpster Diving — Issues in ID Theft.” The programs will be held at Grange Insurance Companies, 671 S. High Street, Columbus, Ohio. Independent insurance educator and consultant Jill Haynes Gidge, CPCU, CIC, AAI, will be the instructor for both workshops.
The commercial umbrella workshop will be held from 8–11:35 a.m., with registration from 7:30–8 a.m. The program will discuss ISO and other commercial umbrella coverage forms. It will incorporate considerations for errors and omissions claims by understanding issues relating to underlying policies, retained limit, self-insured retention, exclusions, differences in definitions and insuring agreements. Attendees will also examine underwriting considerations, such as what an underwriter needs to know and why. 
The ID theft compensation workshop will be held from 1–4:35 p.m., with registration from 12:30–1 p.m. The program will explain how personal identity can be placed in jeopardy and how risk management can prevent such theft. A review of coverage available under the personal and commercial lines policies as well as a sampling of carrier endorsements will be included. In addition, agents will learn what they are required to do to protect their clients’ personal information.


For Society members, the cost is $95 for one workshop or $165 for both; and for nonmembers, $119 for one workshop or $218 for both. Workshop materials, continental breakfast and refreshments are included.


Each workshop is approved for four (4) CE credits in the states of Ohio and Texas. CPCUs will be awarded four (4) continuing professional development (CPD) points for each workshop.
