insurance needs are focus of massachusetts workshops

Insurance Pros Will Learn Correct Procedures for Handling Certificates, Uncommon Personal Exposures

MALVERN, Pa., Nov. 3, 2009 –– It’s only a piece of paper, but without it, multimillion-dollar construction projects might not get off the ground. The paper is a certificate of insurance, commonly associated with construction and other agreements to provide proof of insurance, in case something goes wrong.

But those certificates can become a costly black hole for insurance organizations, creating unnecessary expense and increasing their liability. The correct use of those certificates will be the topic of a December workshop in Boylston, Mass. Insurance professionals will also examine uncommon or unusual personal insurance needs and appropriate insurance coverages at a second workshop on the same day.

On Wednesday, Dec. 9, the CPCU Society’s Central Massachusetts Chapter will present both workshops, “Certificates of Insurance –– What’s the Big Deal?” and “Personal Lines Questions and Answers –– Off the Beaten Path.” The programs will be held at the Cyprian Keyes Golf Club, 284 E. Temple Street. Award-winning educator, national lecturer and insurance expert witness R. Bryan Tilden, CPCU, CLU, CIC, will be the instructor for both workshops.

The personal lines workshop will be held from 8:30 a.m. to 12:05 p.m., with registration at 8 to 8:30 a.m. The program will focus on exposures that are uncommon, yet all insurance professionals need to understand in order to discuss them with their clients. Attendees will focus on some of these exposures and how they are covered under one or more personal lines policies.

The certificates of insurance workshop will be held from 1 to 4:35 p.m., with registration at 12:30 to 1 p.m. Participants will explore the purpose of certificates of insurance and other forms of evidence of insurance. They will also examine the major causes of risk exposures to agents and brokers when using these forms incorrectly.

For Society members, the cost is $99 for one workshop or $198 for both; and for nonmembers, $119 for one workshop or $238 for both. Workshop materials and Continental breakfast are included.
