CPCU SOCIETY WILL BE EMBRACING CHANGES IN DENVER

AT ITS 65TH ANNUAL MEETING AND SEMINARS

Over 45 Educational Programs Will Be Offered to Keep Pace with a World in Flux

MALVERN, PAJune 4, 2009: Jetting into the rarified atmosphere of mile-high Denver, the CPCU Society will launch its 65th Annual Meeting and Seminars on a trajectory headed to the future.  Under the banner of its theme, “Embracing Changes,” the event is programmed to keep its attendees on the cutting edge of developments affecting property and casualty insurance.   Produced by the industry’s premier professional organization, it will take place at the Sheraton Denver Downtown Hotel on August 29-September 1, 2009.

            Highlighting its message that change is the only constant, the program will be keynoted by Gen. Russel L. Honoré, U.S. Army (Ret.), the “Category 5 General” who commanded Task Force Katrina’s recovery efforts in 2005. He will speak on the “New Normal” – a world where unpredictability and volatility are ever present. Also addressing the event will be mountaineer  Aron Ralston, who will speak from personal experience on what it takes to survive in extreme circumstances.  Ralston will appear during the American Institute for CPCU’s conferment ceremony, when newly-designated CPCUs will take the oath elevating them to their new status.

            In another key acknowledgment of a changing world, the Society for the first time has opened registration for its Annual Meeting and Seminars to non-CPCUs.  In doing so, the organization is reaching out to attract new talent for the property and casualty insurance industry at a time when large numbers of its Boomers are approaching retirement age and greater diversity among its workforce is a critical need.

            Further underscoring its forward-looking approach, the program will offer two intriguing panel discussions during its general sessions. In “The Face of Change – Individual Experiences, Personal Perspectives and Stories of Achievement,” attendees will learn about adjustment, challenge and growth in professional life journeys.   The discussion will be co-moderated by Martin Alpert, CPCU, J.D., ARM and Elizabeth A. Carter, CPCU, AIS, AIT, who also co-chair the Society’s Diversity Committee.  Another presentation, “Insurance and a Sustainable World,” will focus on how our societal structure is being impacted by newly-emerging risks associated with climate change and the need for sustainability.  That session will be moderated by Anthony L. Cabot, CPCU, ARM, of XL Insurance Ltd., Zurich.

  

            In all, the Annual Meeting will offer 26 Property and Casualty Insurance Track Seminars, 15 of which have been filed for continuing education credits in all states; 16 Leadership and Career Development Track seminars; and nine Career Center Seminars. Among the Leadership and Career Development Track seminars will be a groundbreaking presentation, “The Women’s Forum – A Leadership Panel for Women by Women Who Made it to the Top.”  Chaired by Laura M. Kelly, CPCU, AIS, CQIA, the panel will consist of the only four women to have served as CPCU Society president: Anita Z. Bourke, CPCU, CPIW; Betsey L. Brewer, CPCU; Marsha D. Egan, CPCU, CPIW, PCC; and Millicent W. Workman, CPCU, CRIS, AU.
