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 JEB BUSH TO BE CPCU SOCIETY KEYNOTER

Former Florida Governor Will Address Insurance Group’s 2010 Annual Meeting in Orlando
MALVERN, Pa., Dec. 8, 2009  Jeb Bush, who as governor of Florida from 1999 to 2007 became the first Republican to serve two four-year terms in that office, will be the keynote speaker at the CPCU Society’s 2010 Annual Meeting and Seminars. That event – the premier professional development program in the property and casualty insurance industry - will take place Sept. 25–28 at the Orlando World Center Marriott Resort and Convention Center in Orlando, Fla. Gov. Bush will deliver his address, “Leading in a Climate of Change,” on Sept. 26. 

“I am deeply honored to be introducing one of America’s outstanding public servants,” said Douglas J. Holtz, CPCU, CIC, CSP, CRM, 2009-2010 Society president and chairman. “Gov. Bush’s far reaching reform achievements while in office, his success in private business and his outstanding charitable work make him an ideal speaker on the topic of leadership.”

As governor, Bush focused on public education reform with his “A+ Plan,” establishing sweeping changes in testing, promotion policies and funding. He also directed swift preparations and intense responses to eight hurricanes; signed legislation protecting the Florida Everglades; and promoted international trade, securing the Free Trade Area of the Americas Secretariat for Miami. His success reflected his ability to persuade people across the political and social spectrum that embracing change was the only way to take charge of the future.

Gov. Bush is a Phi Beta Kappa graduate of the University of Texas at Austin, where he majored in Latin American studies. Prior to his gubernatorial service, he was a highly successful real estate executive, as well as being active in enterprises covering several other industries. He also co-founded the first charter school in Florida and created the Foundation for Excellence in Education, among his charitable activities.

Gov. Bush’s address will elaborate upon several characteristics of skilled leadership, including the need for transparency, for leaders to surround themselves with first-rate assistants, for staying connected with the disenfranchised and for understanding that success is never final and reform never complete.
