CPCU Society Webinar to Provide Solutions for Insuring Recreational Property and Vehicles


MALVERN, Pa., July 2, 2010 –– When people buy a vacation home, a boat or other recreational vehicle, they’re usually thinking about how much fun they’re going to have using it. The last thing they want to worry about is whether they have the right kind of insurance to reduce their risk of loss or damage. Independent insurance education consultant Jill Haynes Gidge, CPCU, CIC, CISR, CRIS, AAI, ACSR, AAM, AIT, CPIW, AIS, BSN, RN, founder of Insure-Ed, will present the program. Gidge, a former principal in an independent insurance agency, has more than 30 years of insurance industry experience and more than 14 years of teaching experience.

The webinar will provide an excellent refresher for many insurance professionals. And it could help less experienced professionals avoid customer dissatisfaction and resulting litigation. Attendees will learn about coverage gaps/deficits in standard ISO Homeowners policies relative to special types of recreational property and vehicles; coverage gaps or deficits in the standard ISO Personal Auto Policy relative to special types of recreational vehicles; options and alternatives for providing coverage for special types of recreational property and vehicles; and how to avoid potential errors and omissions (E&O) claims and customer dissatisfaction by explaining coverage deficiencies and offering appropriate solutions.

The cost for the webinar is $79 for CPCU Society members; $29 for new designees who have earned the CPCU designation since last fall; and $119 for nonmembers. The group rate is $295 for unlimited participants at one location.
