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INCREASING NEED SEEN FOR INSURANCE AGAINST CONSTRUCTION DEFECTS
 
Solutions to be Explained at CPCU Society Workshop in King of Prussia

And there have been changes in the Commercial General Liability (CGL) policy in response to this increased risk.
