AUTO CRASHES FROM WRECKING BUSINESSES’ FINANCES
 
They will Lead CPCU Society Malvern Workshop on Latest Coverage Changes
MALVERN, Pa., June 1, 2010 –– Unforeseen losses can happen to any business without warning. And the worst time to find out what’s covered by insurance and what’s not is after an accident. To safeguard their business clients from costly claims or losses, and to ensure a business is not left financially vulnerable, an insurance professional must be knowledgeable about all policy coverage changes and which options to recommend.

On Thursday, July 15, the CPCU Society’s Greater Valley Forge Chapter will present “2010 ISO Commercial Auto Changes and Related Issues.” Arthur L. Flitner, CPCU, ARM, AIC, senior director of knowledge resources with the American Institute for CPCU/Insurance Institute of America (The Institutes), and Carl R. Sadler, CPCU, ASLI, president of Transportation Insurance Consultants LLC, will be the instructors. The workshop will be held from 8:30 a.m. to 12:05 p.m., with registration from 8 to 8:30 a.m., at The Institutes, Glendenning Conference Room, Overman Hall, 720 Providence Road, Malvern, Pa. Anyone whose job involves Insurance Services Office (ISO) commercial auto forms — agents and brokers, underwriters, claims adjusters, risk managers, and regulators — should attend.  
 
The program will begin with a discussion of commercial auto forms, endorsements and rules changes that ISO has filed in most states with an effective date of June 1, 2010. Attendees will then focus on related issues such as an update on the new definitions of “auto” and “mobile equipment;” withdrawal of the ISO Truckers Coverage Form (TCF) and use of the Motor Carrier Coverage Form (MCCF) in its place; motor carrier regulation; insurance for non-trucking use; a preview of the Auto Dealers Coverage Form, which ISO is developing to eventually replace its Garage Coverage Form; and more.
 
For Society members, the cost is $89, and for nonmembers, $109. Workshop materials and a continental breakfast are included. A luncheon is available for $10 for attendees, including CPCU Society members and nonmembers and non-CPCUs. CPCU Society Greater Valley Forge Chapter members can attend both the workshop and the luncheon for free.
