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Concord, N.H. Insurance Pros to get facts on toxic mold crisis

CPCU Society Expert to Provide Update on Court Cases, Insurance Coverages

MALVERN, Pa., Oct. 30, 2009 –– One of the property-casualty insurance industry’s leading experts comes to Concord, N.H. next week to explain how insurance professionals can help their clients prevent damage or mitigate losses from “toxic mold.” Mold contamination inside buildings has been blamed for a variety of health problems including allergic reactions and respiratory ailments.
