CPCU Society Workshop in Pasadena to Explain Business Interruption Insurance

But there is a remedy, even in this dark hour: business interruption insurance.  By keeping the business afloat, it is given a chance to regroup. That’s why more people, and especially insurance professionals, need to know how such coverage works so they can help businesses protect themselves.

Los Robles Avenue, Suite 105, in Pasadena. The instructor will be Mary King Barbieri, CPCU, ASLI, ARM, an independent insurance consultant with more than 30 years experience in the industry. The session will focus on the risks that create the need for business interruption insurance, the types of clients who need it, the standard coverages of its policies, and policy endorsements that can improve such coverage. 

For Society members the cost will be $79, and for nonmembers $99. A Continental breakfast and workshop materials will be included.
